The Main Course will be a longer discussion where you can provide background about yourself and
your business, how you got into the business and what more you’d like Central Kirkland to know
about you including, perhaps, where you came from and something about your family and your hopes
and dreams for them and for your community.

The Dessert will be whatever special features you’d like to provide to your neighbors. For example, if
your business serves food and beverages, you might want to post your menus. Or, you might want to
provide a special coupon for a discount. Or, even better, seeing as how the site will be featuring chari-
table causes that help kids in Kirkland, you could provide a discount for anyone who brings in a re-
ceipt for a donation to one of the charitable causes featured on the website, such as Eastside Baby
Corner, KITH, March of Dimes, Special Olympics, HopeLink or Keller Memorial. That’s a way for every-
one to win: you get business from the neighbors and the kids of Kirkland and the Eastside get help to
meet some of their needs. And you can change or update your “Dessert” at any time.
